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Semester 2
Time commitment:	3 x 90 minute sessions at two training weekends, plus 70 hours private study, including completion of assignments


Aims of the Module:
· To deepen an awareness of working with children and/or young people within a  Congregational setting
· Biblical understanding of all age church??
· To explore recent developments in children and youth work in the context of contemporary cultures
· To encourage an understanding of children and young people and their needs in a church context
· To understand the Child Friendly Church process
